Good evening Clemson,


I hope you are all safe and doing as well as can be expected after Helene’s not-so-welcome visit to
South Carolina. Our community definitely took a hit, but we are fortunately not facing the levels of
flooding and damage of other nearby areas, and we are not aware of any major injuries at this time.
Our City buildings and vehicles seem to have been unscathed, but our staff is continuing to monitor
and assess. We are also incredibly fortunate to have a dedicated City staff, an incredible community
who stepped in to help, and the collaboration of neighboring towns and counties as well as the
University to help us recover from the damage.


As we move into the evening and the sun goes down, please stay home and off the roads as much as
possible. City first responders and front line workers have been working diligently and tirelessly to
remove downed trees, communicate outages, and ensure that all of our roads are passable, but they
are not all completely cleared. Additionally, much of the community is still without power, including
traffic lights and street lights. While we all may be getting a little stir crazy, for the safety of yourself,
the community, and our city staff, please remain off the roads as much as possible. 


Tomorrow’s homecoming game is still set to go on as scheduled, but this gameday will look a little
different. We’ve been working with the University to develop a plan and communications related to
this, and that information will be available shortly.


It has been a long day, and we likely still have a few of weeks of cleanup ahead of us, but we thank
our staff and our community for all of their efforts preparing for this storm and responding to
damages and emergencies in the aftermath. 


Continue to check our City website and social media pages and sign up for email alerts for the latest
updates. And most importantly, please be patient and safe in the coming days.

HOW TO STAY SAFE
FROM A POWER OUTAGE



Prepare 
NOW



Create a communications plan and keep  
a paper copy. 



Install smoke and carbon monoxide alarms 
with battery backup (if hardwired) on 
every level of your home and near sleeping 
areas. Learn the signs of carbon monoxide 
poisoning, which include flu-like symptoms.



Talk to your doctor to make a plan for how 
you will use your medical devices that need 
electricity, store your medications and stay 
safe during a power outage.



Gather supplies to last for several days. 
Check your supplies regularly and before 
predicted extreme weather events. If you 
aren’t able to build a separate emergency 
supply kit, make sure you know where 
items that you already have are located.



Keep mobile phones and other electronic 
equipment charged before a power 
outage. Plan for alternative power sources 
that you can use to charge devices.



Determine whether your phone will work 
in a power outage and how long your 
battery backup (if applicable) will last. 
Remember that landline phones will not 
work if the lines are damaged.



Make sure your vehicle’s gas tank has plenty 
of fuel before predicted extreme weather 
events in case there’s a power outage. 



Install and use your generator safely. Store 
fuel safely. Plan to prioritize the things you 
will need to plug in. You may not be able to 
power all appliances at one time.



Prepare to keep the refrigerator and 
freezer cold with ice. Keep a thermometer 
in the refrigerator and freezer so that 
you can make sure food stays at a safe 
temperature. Be prepared to throw away 
food that’s no longer at a safe temperature.



Survive 
DURING



Avoid carbon monoxide poisoning. Use 
generators, camp stoves or charcoal grills 
outdoors, at least 20 feet away from any 
building openings like windows, doors or 
garages. Never use a gas stovetop, oven, 
grill or dryer to heat your home.



Stay fire safe. Use flashlights, lanterns and 
other battery-powered lights. Don’t use 
gas stoves or candles to heat your home. 
Always use fireplaces, portable heaters 
and wood-burning stoves safely.



Don’t leave a vehicle running inside a 
garage, even if the garage door is left 
open. If you use your vehicle as a source 
of power or warmth, make sure to run it in 
a well-ventilated place outside.



Keep freezers and refrigerators closed. A 
refrigerator will keep food cold for about 
4 hours. A full freezer will stay a safe 
temperature for about 48 hours. Do not 
store food in the outside or in the snow 
during cold weather.



Unplug appliances, equipment and 
electronics to avoid damage from 
electrical surges. Use surge protection 
devices. 



Pay attention to water advisories. Boil 
water or use bottled water from your 
emergency supply kit, if needed. 



Be Safe 
AFTER



When in doubt, throw it out! Throw 
away any refrigerated food that has been 
exposed to temperatures 40 degrees 
Fahrenheit or higher for more than 4 
hours. Throw away refrigerated food that 
has an unusual odor, color or texture.



Replace refrigerated medications if the 
power is out for a day or more, unless 
the drug’s label says otherwise. Call your 
doctor or pharmacist if you depend on 
refrigerated medications that have been at 
room temperature. Only use the medicine 
until you have a new supply.



Be Prepared. Multiple Disasters 
May Happen at the Same Time.



Know how to stay cool in extreme 
heat, even when the power is out. 
Find places with air conditioning 
that you can go to. Find shade, 
wet your skin with water, avoid 
high-energy activities and wear 
lightweight, light-colored clothing. 



Make a plan to stay warm if a power 
outage happens in the winter.

PICKENS, South Carolina — Approximately 6,500 Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative members


had their power restored Wednesday.


As of tonight, over 46,000 members have had their power restored since Tropical Storm


Helene ripped through our region. At the time of this release, 17,608 members were without


power, representing approximately 24 percent of our membership.


Further field assessments today confirmed 710 broken poles. That figure was at 625 broken


poles Tuesday night. The continued discovery of damage shows how crews make it further


into a job only to find more damage, extending the restoration process. This continues to be


the most we’ve ever recorded in our 84-year history. On average, it takes a four-man crew


about 3-4 hours to replace one broken pole. Many are being replaced now in areas


inaccessible to machinery. This means the poles must be dug and placed by hand, just like


they were in 1940 when the cooperative was formed. Some spans of line have as many as 10


broken poles on them. This will be a long process.


Tomorrow we will provide an update on the current number of personnel in the field, which is


well over 500 workers.

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Powering Up After an Outage

When the power goes out, we expect it to be restored
within a few hours. But when a major storm or natural
disaster causes widespread damage, extended
outages may result. Our line crews work long, hard
hours to restore service safely to the greatest number
of consumers in the shortest time possible. Here’s
what’s going on if you find yourself in the dark:

1. High-Voltage Transmission Lines:
Transmission towers and cables that supply power to
transmission substations (and thousands of members)

rarely fail. But when damaged, these facilities must be
repaired before other parts of the system can operate.

2. Distribution Substation:
A substation can serve hundreds
or thousands of consumers.
When a major outage occurs,
line crews inspect substations to
determine if problems stem from
transmission lines feeding into
the substation, the substation
itself or if problems exist further
down the line.

4. Tap Lines:

If local outages persist, supply lines (also
known as tap lines) are inspected. These
lines deliver power to transformers,
either mounted on poles or placed on
pads for underground service, outside
businesses, schools and homes.

5. Individual Homes:

If your home remains without power, the service line
between a transformer and your residence may need
to be repaired. Always call to report an outage to help
line crews isolate local issue.

3. Main Distribution Lines:

PICKENS, South Carolina—Restoration efforts are ongoing as crews work into Friday evening
to respond to unprecedented damage to our power grid caused by Tropical Storm Helene.
 
Hundreds of workers remain deployed throughout our five-county service area, with more
arriving and working around the clock to restore service to our members. Efforts will continue
through the weekend and into next week. In a statewide press conference this afternoon,
South Carolina Gov. Henry McMaster said Tropical Storm Helene caused “more power
outages than maybe ever.”
 
“The damage we have uncovered today is among the worst I’ve seen in my 40-year career,
including ice storms,” Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative CEO/President Jim Lovinggood said.
“We ask you for patience over the next few days as we work closely with Duke Energy and
other partners to repair transmission lines and restore service. Our community is resilient, and
we will get through this together.”
 
The greatest challenge facing the cooperative is the service interruption of seven substations,
which remain offline due to transmission issues related to Duke Energy. Transmission lines,
which function as the main arteries of our power grid, feed these substations — crucial hubs
that distribute power to our members. Until these transmission lines are restored, power to
the substations will remain out.
 
We ask the public for understanding and cooperation as we work to bring power back online.
Rest assured, our folks are committed to restoring service as safely and quickly as possible.

PICKENS, South Carolina — Crews are working diligently through Friday night and will
continue to respond to the aftermath of a catastrophic natural disaster.
 
Hundreds of outside workers are coming to provide additional aid tonight and throughout
tomorrow from Alabama, Michigan, Ohio and Virginia to restore power to Anderson,
Greenville, Oconee, Pickens and Spartanburg counties.
 
Crews spent the majority of Friday assessing damage when conditions allowed, beginning at
approximately 9:30 a.m. They will continue to energize our grid methodically on Saturday
morning and throughout the entire weekend.
 
“This is truly unprecedented and will be one of the most challenging recovery efforts in the
history of our almost 85 years as a cooperative,” Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative
CEO/President Jim Lovinggood said. “We have a plan in place, but it will take time. We ask that
all of our members stay safe and patient with us as our crews work around the clock to restore
power.”

"Over the last five days, our communications team has gone into the Blue Ridge Electric


Cooperative service territory to document the damage our crews are responding to. This video


encapsulates only a fraction of what’s truly out there. To contextualize some of what we’ve


seen, we’ve shared with members how many broken poles crews have recorded. As of


tonight, we know there are 707 broken poles. More will be added to that tally.


Our service territory has the most rugged terrain in the state, which means access to many of


these poles poses a unique challenge. While it takes approximately four hours to replace a


broken pole, many being replaced now are in areas inaccessible by machinery. This means the


poles must be dug and placed by hand, just like they were in 1940 when the cooperative was


formed. Some spans of line have as many as 10 broken poles on them. This will be a long


process. This is why we have more than 500 personnel working in the field, with additional


help on the way.

***POWER RESTORED TO 11,000 MEMBERS IN LAST 24 HOURS, MORE RELIEF COMING***

PICKENS, South Carolina — Power has been restored to over 11,000 members in the last 24
hours as the multi-day restoration and rebuild efforts continue at Blue Ridge Electric
Cooperative.


Crews will continue to work into the evening and overnight to restore services. To
contextualize some of the damage we have assessed in the last 36 hours, we have provided an
update on the confirmed number of broken poles in our system.
 
On average, it takes a four-man crew about 3-4 hours to replace one broken pole. We have
found 289 broken poles from Tropical Storm Helene, and our engineers estimate this number
will grow significantly. 
 
For additional context, Blue Ridge replaced 180 new poles for Hurricane Irma in 2017 and
240 new poles in 2020 when an EF3 tornado ripped through Seneca.
 
Replacing three poles over a 12-hour shift is a full day’s work for a single crew. Replacing four
is a feat in these circumstances. These are not simple repairs.


Currently, we have 10 substations without transmission service from Duke Energy.
 
OUTAGE STATUS
As of 5:30 p.m., an estimated 69 percent of our members (approximately 50,096 in total)
remain without service. Approximately 61,600 members were without power at this time
yesterday.

PICKENS, South Carolina — More than half of Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative members have


now had power restored following the destruction caused by Hurricane Helene.


Since Friday, over 35,000 members have had their power restored. Damage assessments have


confirmed over 511 broken poles, leaving approximately 29,126 members without power.


This represents 39 percent of our membership. 


The number of broken poles we have recorded is devastating. It’s the most we’ve ever


recorded in our 84-year history.


Crews from seven states are now on the ground, working tirelessly to assist with restoration


efforts. One substation, Cross Roads, remains offline due to damage to Duke Energy's


transmission lines. Transmission service to the Tygerville substation was restored this evening.


Once Duke's transmission is restored to Cross Roads, Blue Ridge will begin re-energizing


members in the affected area.


Significant progress was made today, with restoration completed across multiple areas. Please


see the attached restoration overview for specific areas that saw


improvement.

PICKENS, South Carolina — Approximately 4,900 Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative members 
had their power restored Tuesday.


As of tonight, over 40,000 members have had their power restored since Tropical Storm 
Helene ripped through our region. This leaves 24,151 members without power at the time of 
this release. That figure represents approximately 33 percent of our membership.


Further field assessments today confirmed 625 broken poles. The continued discovery of 
damage shows how crews make it further into a job only to find more wreckage, extending 
the restoration process. This continues to be the highest number of broken poles we’ve 
ever recorded in our 84-year history as a cooperative.

Blue Ridge Electric Cooperative Chief of Staff and Senior Vice President Zach Hinton addressed
members today about ongoing multi-day restoration efforts throughout our five-county
service area.

TRANSCRIPT OF FULL REMARKS
 
“I’ve had an opportunity to talk to several Blue Ridge Electric employees who have 40-plus
tenures at the co-op, and the recurring theme is that this is nothing that has been seen before
in the 84-year history of our company. I think that’s very important for our members to
understand right now that our crews are working so tirelessly. Men and women of this co-op
are working tirelessly to get the power back on, to assess the damage and we have got an
army of crews that are here and that are coming to restore power as quickly as possible.
 
“To try and put this into perspective, we try to use broken poles as a metric. When you look at
Hurricane Irma, which I was a part of seven years ago, that was in the 180-range. When you
look at the tornado that hit Seneca and the surrounding areas in 2020, that was in the 200-
plus range. We are well over 300 broken poles at this point and still counting. Those broken
poles are the most time-intensive thing that we do.
 
“You’re looking at three to four hours a pole per a good crew. A really good crew could three,
maybe four a day and that’s asking a lot of those folks and that is not the only thing that it
takes to get the power back on. There are other things. Wires have to be hung and things like
that that it takes. So I just say that to say this; it is a long, intensive process. It is a process that
we are all committed to.
 
“We are working extremely hard and we are going to get everybody back on as quickly as we
can. Our members have been great so far. We really appreciate our members’ patience. We
appreciate everybody willing to come together as a community to help out. We’ve had a lot of
folks reach out to us asking how they can help. I just ask and beg of that continued patience.
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“Right now, we’re not out of the woods yet. We’ve still got work to do, and obviously every
day without power is another day that’s a trial and tribulation. We understand that and we get
that. We understand the position our members are in because we’re members too, and our
employees are members. Our employees are out of power right now. Their families are sitting
in the dark as well.
 
“I can assure everybody that there’s a major sense of urgency on the part of Blue Ridge
Electric and that sense of urgency will stay through to the last member’s on.”

***TWO SUBSTATIONS REMAIN OFFLINE; 450 POLES BROKEN***

PICKENS, South Carolina — Two of the 13 substations that lost transmission service remain
offline Monday due to severe damage.


Overnight, Duke Energy made progress on the transmission lines that remain out and energize
approximately 3,500 members serviced by the Cross Roads and Tygerville substations.
Substations to the Bountyland, Corinth, Newry, Six Mile, Dacusville, Gap Hill, Enon, Landrum,
Liberty, Marietta and Pleasant Ridge communities are online, but more work must be done for
all members to have power. Now, broken poles must be replaced and lines hung to get power
from these substations to homes.


“We are moving in the right direction,” Senior Vice President of Engineering and Operations
Mark Waters said. “This will be a slow process, but having service restored back to our
substations is very important.”


Field workers have confirmed over 450 broken poles across our five-county service area that
spans 1,900 square miles. Blue Ridge replaced 180 new poles in the aftermath of Hurricane
Irma in 2017 and 215 new poles in 2020 when an EF3 tornado hit Seneca and surrounding
communities.


On average, it takes a four-man crew about 3-4 hours to replace one broken pole. Replacing
three poles over a 12-hour shift is a full day’s work for a single crew. Replacing four is a feat in
these circumstances. These are not simple repairs.


Thank you for reiterating to your audiences and constituents that this damage is unlike any
we have ever seen in the Upstate.

I hope you are all safe and doing as well as can be expected after Helene’s not-so-welcome visit to
South Carolina. Our community definitely took a hit, but we are fortunately not facing the levels of
flooding and damage of other nearby areas, and we are not aware of any major injuries at this time.
Our City buildings and vehicles seem to have been unscathed, but our staff is continuing to monitor
and assess. We are also incredibly fortunate to have a dedicated City staff, an incredible community
who stepped in to help, and the collaboration of neighboring towns and counties as well as the
University to help us recover from the damage.


As we move into the evening and the sun goes down, please stay home and off the roads as much as
possible. City first responders and front line workers have been working diligently and tirelessly to
remove downed trees, communicate outages, and ensure that all of our roads are passable, but they
are not all completely cleared. Additionally, much of the community is still without power, including
traffic lights and street lights. While we all may be getting a little stir crazy, for the safety of yourself,
the community, and our city staff, please remain off the roads as much as possible. 


Tomorrow’s homecoming game is still set to go on as scheduled, but this gameday will look a little
different. We’ve been working with the University to develop a plan and communications related to
this, and that information will be available shortly.


It has been a long day, and we likely still have a few of weeks of cleanup ahead of us, but we thank
our staff and our community for all of their efforts preparing for this storm and responding to
damages and emergencies in the aftermath.

BICYCLES, MOPEDS, MOTORCYCLES, VEHICLE PARKING, BICYCLE RACKS
Bicycles should be registered with the University Police. There is no cost for this
registration.
Locks are recommended to secure bicycles and are not provided by the University.
Bicycle racks are available throughout University Housing areas.
Motorcycles, mopeds, and gas or electric powered scooters including two-wheeled
"hoverboards" are prohibited inside University Housing. Parking lot space is available
in close proximity to University Housing. Storage or parking of these vehicles as
applicable is allowed only in designated parking lots.
Designated parking lots adjacent to University Housing are reserved for residents. All
vehicles must be parked in parking lots and not on grass or other places. Several of
the parking lots designated as Faculty or Staff lots are available for student parking at
designated hours. Check the signs posted prior to parking vehicles.
Bicycles may be stored in either bicycle racks or in resident rooms, provided they do
not impede movement within the unit. Bicycles may not be chained to railings,
buildings or any portion of buildings or equipment on University Housing grounds.
Bicycles, motorcycles or motorbikes may not be stored in hallways, entry areas,
stairwells, walkways, patios or balconies. Motorcycles and motorbikes must be
parked in parking lots with proper decals. Improperly stored vehicles will be removed
at the owner’s expense.

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On Friday, after Helene passed, I spent the day with neighbors clearing streets
and driveways in our neighborhood (including a tree that fell in my driveway).
Just like in other communities across the Southeast, neighbors came together
to help each other. Chainsaws, chargers, and manpower helped make a
difference. The trees blocking the entrance to my neighborhood were cleared
away before noon.
 


I know I was fortunate, much more fortunate, than some. Our home and car are
intact. Thanks to our community pulling together, we could get out of our
neighborhood quickly. But many people are facing grief in different forms. The
loss of things like homes and roads, but also the loss of loved ones. Hundreds
in our area are still without power, food, or running water. 


On Saturday morning, when the sun was shining and my yard was still full of
downed branches, I did something to get grounded: I worked in my garden. I
planted some seeds after cleaning those patches of tree debris, and I pulled
weeds, which now easily came out of the rain-soaked ground. 


As I got my hands in the soil, a common post-disaster question came to mind:
what comes next? As we clear the debris across South Carolina, what seeds
are we planting for our future? What weeds do we need to pull to make way for
new growth and opportunities? Federal and state funding is already flowing in
to repair our state’s roads, bridges, and dams. But are we fortifying our


SC Emergency Management Division
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infrastructure to withstand extreme weather events like Helene, events that
have become more and more common with our changing climate? 


Climate change is a global issue, but it is a fight that begins at the local level.
Your vote can help our state put initiatives in place that will decrease our
energy use and waste, incentivize businesses and homeowners to switch to
solar energy, and promote the use of electric vehicles. Unless someone like
you cares a whole awful lot, we are in for weather that’s much wetter and hot. 


I wish you the best as you recover from this storm. As your representative in
the State House in 2025, the clean-up efforts will continue through my work. It
is my mission to continue the spirit of clearing what doesn’t serve us, removing
what is harmful, and planting new opportunities for our future.

Let's get into the details:


In early August, the Federal Emergency Management Agency announced that the
account that funds most of the relief programs after major disasters was nearly out of
money. Because of the shortage, the agency is only making payments for “immediate
needs” such as lifesaving and life-sustaining operations, fire management and the
salaries of FEMA field staff. But longer-term disaster recovery operations are now on
hold. It is the ninth time FEMA has had to conserve cash because of congressional
inaction since 2001.


FEMA said it had to pause at least 650 projects because of the current funding freeze.
It does not have enough money to cover the costs of rebuilding communities in Maui
that were devastated by fire last year, or to help Midwestern states hit by tornadoes in
May.
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Several state and local government organizations told congressional leaders in
September that the shortage was already hampering recovery efforts. Within the first
month of FEMA funding only immediate needs, they wrote in a joint letter, “more than
$6.1 billion in recovery efforts ground to a halt.”


The Council of State Governments, the National Association of Counties, the National
Emergency Management Association, and other groups representing state and local
officials signed the letter.


“For the second time in two years now, state and local governments and emergency
managers have been forced to manage a unique and wholly avoidable disaster,” they
wrote. “This unpredictability places an undue burden on disaster survivors and
complicates already onerous programs.”


The state and local groups urged Congress to pass a bill to keep the federal
government operating, along with $10 billion in disaster relief. They also asked
Congress to make up for the $6.1 billion shortfall that led to FEMA’s cash shortage so
that the agency wouldn’t have to hoard cash again next year.


But Congress chose not to do that. Instead, it extended FEMA’s funding through Dec.
20 and gave the agency flexibility on how and when to spend that money. Even with
the extra flexibility, the current relief funding is expected to run out in January.


In fact, the $10 billion request in disaster relief was dropped from the funding bill that
Congress passed this week at the last minute, writes Andres Picon of E&E News.
That’s half of what the White House originally proposed, but House Republicans
included it in an ill-fated attempt to pass a conservative stopgap funding measure last
week. Ultimately, the relief was cut under the bipartisan measure approved on
Wednesday, in order to remove objections from conservative lawmakers.


“I would have thought that if you were going to do something, disaster funding would’ve
been one of the starting points. I have no idea how they got to that,” U.S. Rep. Mark
Amodei, a Nevada Republican and chair of the appropriations subcommittee that
oversees FEMA, told the publication. “They didn’t call me in and ask me for any
advice,” he added. “Can you believe that?”


Not all the disaster money that’s on hold would go through FEMA. The Biden
administration has also asked for $3.5 billion to fund the Community Development
Block Grant—Disaster Recovery, a flexible program that helps distressed communities
mitigate damage from future disasters. The Department of Housing and Urban
Development oversees that program, but the money goes to state and local
governments.


The White House said in June that the $3.5 billion “would not only help Maui rebuild,
but also cover unmet needs resulting from other disasters declared in calendar year
2023.”


U.S. Sen. Brian Schatz, a Hawaii Democrat, blasted congressional inaction on disaster
relief in the year since the Maui fires killed 102 people.


“In that time, more disasters have devastated communities all over the country,” he
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said during a Senate floor speech. “So many people on Maui and in Texas and
Vermont and New Mexico and California and Iowa and Florida and 20 states total and,
unfortunately, rising, they’re waiting for help and the federal government has not come
to their aid yet.”


“They’ve lost loved ones. They’ve lost homes. They’ve lost businesses. They’ve lost
livelihoods. And all they want is help and a little bit of hope to get their lives back to
something close to normal,” he said. “What are we doing in Congress if we can’t even
deliver help to our fellow Americans when disaster strikes?”
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Corruption
Eric Adams pleads not guilty to bribery and fraud charges. The mayor pleaded not
guilty to charges that he traded political favors for illegal campaign cash and more than
$100,000 in lavish travel gifts during his initial appearance in federal court on Friday
afternoon. Adams, the first modern New York City mayor charged with criminal
offenses, faces five counts of bribery, wire fraud and soliciting illegal contributions from
foreign donors dating back to his time as Brooklyn borough president up through his
successful 2021 and ongoing 2025 mayoral campaigns. Adams has said he will not
resign. New York Gov. Kathy Hochul actually has the power to remove Adams from
office, thanks to a little-used state law. But will she? Hochul has tacitly indicated that
she would be open to Adams’ resignation, and didn’t close the door on the prospect of
removal.
 
Reparations
California will apologize for slavery as part of reparations push. Gov. Gavin
Newsom signed a slate of bills Thursday aimed at beginning the process of reparations
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for Black descendants of enslaved people. The headliner bill signed by Gov. Gavin
Newsom requires officials to sign and display a plaque in the state Capitol that includes
the following: “The State of California apologizes for perpetuating the harms African
Americans faced by having imbued racial prejudice through segregation, public and
private discrimination, and unequal disbursal of state and federal funding and declares
that such actions shall not be repeated.” California joins a half dozen states, including
Alabama and Florida, in issuing such a formal apology. The measure was among 14
bills backed by the California Legislative Black Caucus. Those that called for cash
payments were not advanced by legislators.
 
Elections
Georgia’s election board OKs rule to require ballot hand counts. Three election
board members—all described as loyalists to former President Donald Trump—
adopted a contentious rule late last week requiring the hand counting of ballots cast
during the upcoming Nov. 5 election despite warnings from county election directors
that it could lead to more delays with reporting results this fall. Georgia’s attorney
general also wrote to board members that their planned rule changes exceeded their
legal authority. The new rule requires that three poll workers sort ballots into piles of 50
and count every ballot to determine if the hand count accurately aligns with the number
of total ballots scanned at each polling location on Election Day. While it requires a
count of the number of ballots cast, it does not require a count of which candidate
received more votes.
 
Ballot Initiatives
Court shelves amendment granting Utah lawmakers right to amend voter-
approved initiatives. Votes for a constitutional amendment hastily crafted by
Republican leaders in the legislature will not be counted this fall after the Utah
Supreme Court ruled Wednesday night that lawmakers did not meet the constitutional
threshold to send the proposal to voters during the general election. If passed by
voters, the amendment would have empowered lawmakers to repeal or amend any
voter-approved ballot initiative. In their decision, the justices upheld a lower court ruling
that the language that Republican legislative leaders lawmakers put on the ballot was
likely to deceive voters and that the legislature failed to comply with a constitutional
requirement that the amendment be published in newspapers across the state.
 
Education
‘Emphasize abstinence’ in sex ed, Florida tells schools, skip lessons on
contraception. Florida has told school districts around the state that they may not
teach teenagers about contraception, show them pictures depicting human
reproductive anatomy or discuss topics such as sexual consent and domestic violence,
according to district officials and an advocate for comprehensive sexual health
education. As a result, Orange County Public Schools plans to scrap its own high
school sex education plans and instead use a state-approved textbook that focuses on
abstinence. Broward County Public Schools has indicated it too will comply with state
requirements and “emphasize abstinence” in their lessons. Karen Castor Dentel, a
member of the Orange County School Board, said the state’s instructions mean
students will glean information from their phones and their friends rather than reputable
sources.
 
Housing
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Illinois restarts federal rental assistance program with its own money. Illinois’ new
state-funded, court-based rental assistance program for tenants struggling to pay rent
and their landlords opened late last week. The new program follows a federally funded,
statewide program that assisted tenants who were facing financial hardship tied to the
COVID-19 pandemic and at risk of eviction. The federally funded program helped more
than 10,500 landlords and renters in Illinois and stopped accepting applications in May
as the funds were nearly exhausted. Illinois allocated $75 million in state funding to
continue to provide rental assistance to renters and their landlords for fiscal year 2025,
which began July 1.
 
Electric Vehicles
Thieves hunting for copper are vandalizing American EV chargers. This year
through June, nearly 1 in 5 U.S. public charging attempts ended in failure, according to
JD Power; roughly 10% of those aborted sessions were due to a damaged or missing
cable. Charging executives say much of the damage has a specific, profit-based
motive: copper. Vandalizing a public EV plug isn’t much more complicated than
stealing a bicycle. Almost all charging stations are unmanned, and cutting a cord can
be as simple as severing it from the station with a hacksaw. Vandalism is “front and
center for us and has been really since the start of the year,” says Anthony Lambkin,
vice president of operations at Electrify America, which manages about 1,000 charging
stations in North America. In 2024 so far, vandals have cut 215 of the company’s
cords, up from 79 in the year-earlier period.
 
First Responders
D.C. medics’ new tool to save trauma victims? Bags of blood. Medics in
Washington, D.C.,  have administered more than 100 lifesaving on-site blood
transfusions since April as part of a pilot program launched this year. The district is one
of a handful of jurisdictions nationwide that has trained medics to administer blood
before patients reach the hospital, based on protocols developed by military personnel
in the battlefield. Medics in this program have administered “whole blood”—type O
blood that has not been separated into components—to dozens of people who survived
after being on the brink of death, according to EMS officials. But they say efforts to
expand the program could be hampered by a lack of donated blood and a long-term
financing plan. The city spends upward of $1,200 per patient for this program, and
each unit of blood costs about $550.
 
Education
How a tool built in Washington state is helping schools fight absenteeism. With
student absenteeism at record highs, more Washington districts are using a tool
developed by researchers at Washington State University to help get kids back on
track: a projected 146 of the state’s 295 districts, up from 90 in 2019. The 40-question,
web-based assessment for middle and high school students is meant to help figure out
why individual students are missing classes and what they need to stay in school. The
assessment asks kids detailed questions about their relationships with their peers,
mental health issues, family environment, school engagement and more. Once a
student finishes the assessment, both the student and the school receive a set of
scores indicating their risk level for different outcomes.
 
Passenger Rail
Amtrak announces new service from Chicago to Florida. New, temporary Amtrak
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service between Chicago and Miami will soon begin running as the rail agency gears
up for major construction along its busy Northeast Corridor. The new Floridian trains
will run daily from Chicago to Miami, stopping along the way in Cleveland, Pittsburgh
and Washington, D.C. Service begins Nov. 10. The service comes as Amtrak plans to
rehabilitate an aging tunnel under the East River in New York and needs to limit the
number of trains that are fueled, cleaned and serviced in New York City. The train trip
between Chicago and Miami takes about two days, online schedules show. Amtrak
once operated Floridian trains between Chicago and Miami, but the service ended in
1979 as track conditions deteriorated, driving away passengers.

Good evening Clemson,


I hope you are all safe and doing as
well as can be expected after Helene’s
not-so-welcome visit to South Carolina.
Our community definitely took a hit,
but we are fortunately not facing the
levels of flooding and damage of other
nearby areas, and we are not aware of
any major injuries at this time. Our
City buildings and vehicles seem to
have been unscathed, but our staff is
continuing to monitor and assess. We
are also incredibly fortunate to have a
dedicated City staff, an incredible
community who stepped in to help, and
the collaboration of neighboring towns
and counties as well as the University
to help us recover from the damage.


As we move into the evening and the
sun goes down, please stay home and
off the roads as much as possible. City
first responders and front line workers
have been working diligently and
tirelessly to remove downed trees,
communicate outages, and ensure that
all of our roads are passable, but they
are not all completely cleared.
Additionally, much of the community is
still without power, including traffic
lights and street lights. While we all
may be getting a little stir crazy, for
the safety of yourself, the community,
and our city staff, please remain off the
roads as much as possible. 


Tomorrow’s homecoming game is still
set to go on as scheduled, but this







gameday will look a little different.
We’ve been working with the University
to develop a plan and communications
related to this, and that information
will be available shortly.

Due to impacts of Hurricane Helene, Clemson University upstate locations will
close at 7 p.m. on Thursday, Sept. 26. Classes scheduled for Thursday evening
will be e-Learning optional at the discretion of the instructor. The status for all
other University operations and classes on Friday will be communicated later.

Academics
Instructors have the option to decide between e-Learning or cancelling class.
Instructors should clearly communicate this decision to students. For e-Learning,
instructors must provide students options to make-up any missed
activities. Personal safety is a priority for both students and instructors. 
 


Weather information
Hurricane Helene is expected to bring heavy rainfall, high wind gusts, flash
flooding and possible tornadoes to the area with the most severe weather
expected Thursday night through midday Friday. Main campus and Upstate
locations are expected to receive 8-10 inches of rainfall and wind gusts of 50-60
m.p.h., with some isolated areas seeing hurricane force gusts. A Tropical Storm
Warning and a Flood Watch are in effect for the Clemson area. 
  
Stay weather aware, continue to monitor local media, have multiple ways to get
alerts (especially at night) and understand watches and warnings - including CU
Alerts. Continue to monitor local weather forecasts and stay informed about the
developments of the storm. Tornadoes can spawn during a hurricane so know
what to do if you receive a tornado warning. If you encounter flooded roadways,
turn around, don’t drown. Avoid drowned trees or power lines. 
 


Statewide Clemson locations
All other statewide locations should follow the same hazard decisions made by
the county government where their office is located. A full list of delays and
closings is always available on the South Carolina Emergency Management
Division website. 
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Timekeeping and leave guidance
For faculty, staff and student workers, your supervisor is your first point of contact
regarding expectations for work during a hazardous weather event. Review HR’s
employee timekeeping and leave during hazardous weather guidance for more
information.

CATBus and transit updates can be found on the Parking and Transportation
website and on Facebook. 
 


Athletics
The kickoff time for Saturday’s football game against Stanford remains scheduled
for 7 p.m. Information on adjustments to student wristband distribution will be
communicated directly from the athletics ticket office. 


In response to the needs throughout the state, South Carolina Highway Patrol
may deploy additional personnel to affected regions. Fans traveling to Clemson
are asked to be patient and plan for possible extended time getting into and out of
town on Saturday.

Hope your week is off to a good start!  Here's another round of post-Helene storm response
updates for you, intended to keep you closely posted on progress towards returning our
neighborhoods and city back to the "pre-September 27th" version of ourselves... :) 


1) Successful Solid Waste Pick-Up:  Despite the presence of post-storm debris along the
roadsides and with a number of streets still partially closed, the City of Greenville successfully
carried out today's Solid Waste/Trash and Recycling pick-up for the Monday route!  Once
again, kudos to the City's Public Works team for their commitment.  The remainder of the
week's pick-up routes should play out according to the traditional schedule... 


2) Storm-Debris Pick-Up and Street Clearing:  As previously reported and for our shared
expectations, storm debris pick-up from the curb and roadside will begin en masse
tomorrow/Wednesday and should continue for several days.  The countless piles of
sticks/limbs/vegetative debris that currently decorate our neighborhoods will begin to
disappear soon and hopefully will be a thing of the past by this coming weekend! 


3) Update on Street Closures:  The City of Greenville confirmed 101 roadway blockages and
closures within the city limits due to storm damage as of last Friday.  As of today, 39 of these
routes have been re-opened.  This leaves 62 street closures (mostly partial), with 38 of these
62 involving downed or damaged powerlines awaiting attention by Duke Energy or
partnering/volunteering utilities. 


4) Update on City Traffic Signals:  As of this afternoon, 174 of the City's 207 traffic signals are
now operational.  This is good progress, considering nearly all were non-operational in the
immediate aftermath of the storm. 


5) Beware of Scams:  Reports are circulating of spoofs, scams, and misinformation.
Unfortunately, people are evidently even posing as City of Greenville workers trying get
people to pay money for staff services.  Additionally, the City has also heard of alleged
"FEMA workers" going door-to-door for items - this is not legitimate!  If any member of the
community has any question about legitimacy of City workers, please have them call
Greenville Cares at 864-232-2273. 


6) Power Restoration:  Work continues by Duke Energy and teams of contract and out-of-
town volunteering utility providers.  Reports of restored power have been trickling in
throughout the day, ranging from the North Main area, Chanticleer, Meyers Drive, Kellett
Park, and places in between.  More to come tomorrow, and hopefully the lion's share
remainder between Wednesday and Thursday per Duke's guidance. 


How may I lend support and assistance to you?  Please continue to let me know of any
needs/issues/concerns you may have and I'll gladly go to work on your behalf.  Thanks to
those from Alta Vista, Brookside Forest, Cleveland Forest, Gower and the Augusta Road
area who brought forth opportunities to help out in the past 24 hours - should you need
anything at all, I'd love to hear from you!

I hope this message finds you well.  I am writing to appeal for your support in
the wake of the devastation caused by Hurricane Helene.  The impact of this
powerful storm has left our homebound neighbors facing significant
hardships. As you may know, Pickens County Meals on Wheels plays a
critical role in providing nutritional meals to the most vulnerable members of
our community – especially seniors and people with disabilities who are
homebound.
 
In anticipation of this storm, PCMOW sent additional food to all of our
homebound recipients.  On Friday and Sunday our staff members worked
diligently from home to conduct safety calls.  We were able to contact most of
our clients.  They were all very thankful for the call by the simple reply “it
makes me feel good that someone is checking on me”.  Another client said, “I
am so thankful to be a part of the Meals on Wheels program”.
 
The storm not only damaged homes and infrastructure but has also severely
disrupted our ability to deliver the meals that so many rely on daily.  Power
outages, blocked roads and driveways are hindering our operations, while
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the need for our services has dramatically increased.

Summer 2024 was recently announced as the hottest on record, and the
federal government is currently considering the first-ever national worker
protections against extreme heat--highlighting the critical need to better
understand who is most vulnerable and what decisionmakers can do.


This is why I wanted to share the new WorkRise report, “Extreme Heat at
Work,” which finds that more than one in seven outdoor workers experienced
heat exhaustion or heat-related symptoms at their jobs in 2023.


Providing the first nationally representative estimates of how workers are
affected by extreme heat, this analysis can inform policy responses and
changes in workplace practices to strengthen protections for workers across
industries.


Using data from Urban Institute’s 2023 Well-Being and Basic Needs Survey,
key findings include:


Workers in the agriculture, mining, and construction industries reported
the highest rates of outdoor work and health impacts from exposure to
extreme heat. Nearly 1 in 5 (19 percent) reported experiencing heat-
related symptoms at work in the past year.
Hispanic men, noncitizens, and workers in fair or poor health reported
high rates of exposure to outdoor work and adverse health impacts from
extreme heat.
55 percent of Hispanic men worked outdoors at least sometimes, and
18 percent reported experiencing heat-related symptoms at work in the
past year.
Outdoor work was also more common among Hispanic and Black
women than among white women. Hispanic women were more likely
than women in other racial and ethnic groups to report heat-related
health impacts.
More than 4 in 10 (42 percent) of young adults ages 18 to 24 reported
working outdoors at least sometimes, making them more likely than
adults in other age groups to report outdoor work.


The researchers identify evidence-based solutions to mitigate the health
impacts of extreme heat on workers, including implementing comprehensive
federal workplace heat safety standards across industries, adopting state- and
local-level protections, prioritizing enforcement for high-risk industries,
strengthening workers’ ability to negotiate for heat-related protections through
collective bargaining agreements, and raising awareness of heat risks, safety
recommendations, and workplace standards.

Clemson at a Glance



The City of Clemson began as the Village of Calhoun, a settlement that developed around the
railroad tracks and contributed to the agricultural growth of upstate South Carolina. The
Southern Railway railroad was also partially responsible for founding Westminster, Seneca,
Central, Easley, and Liberty. The village was settled in 1872, chartered in 1892, and incorporated in
1937.The origin of the name 'Calhoun' remains unclear. Some believe the Atlanta/Charlotte
Railway Company named the town, while others claim locals named it after the Calhoun
brothers, who owned a plantation on the north side of the train tracks.Clemson University's
growth eventually led to the village's reincorporation in 1943 under a new name. The town chose
"Clemson" to avoid confusion with Calhoun Falls, South Carolina, and Calhoun, Georgia, and to
solidify the connection with the neighboring University.



The City of Clemson operates under a Code of Ordinances, outlining regulations governing
various aspects of city life. This code covers administrative procedures, zoning
requirements, court and criminal procedures, and more. City Council can amend the code
as needed, and City officials enforce its provisions.

When opening a business, multiple departments, including Planning & Development, Utilities, and
Business Licensing, will be involved during the approval process. Departmental contact information is
included in this packet and on our website at www.clemsoncity.org. Please reach out to them for
guidance before you submit plans. Early coordination will ensure a smooth and efficient process. We are
here to help and aim to get your business operational as quickly as possible. 



Zoning verification



Before beginning any project or opening a new business, we recommend contacting the Planning &
Development Department to determine what zoning district your business is in. You may check your
location’s zoning district by visiting gis.clemsoncity.org. Click download and view GIS Data and scroll to
find the public interative zoning explorer. 



If your bank/lender requires it, you may obtain a zoning verification letter by contacting Jacob Peabody at
(864)653-2050 or jpeabody@cityofclemson.org.



If you need to restore the building’s power prior to occupancy, State law and the power supplier requires
that the City performs an electrical inspection prior to restoring power. You must call the Planning &
Development Departmetn to pull an electrical permit to schedule an inspector to perform this inspection. 



Prior to any publicizing and circulating the name of your business and/or graphics, check the name’s
availability with the South Carolina Secretary of State to assure it is not already in use in the State of South
Carolina. To trademark the name, you must register it with the Secretary of State’s Trademarks Division.

HOW TO OPEN A BUSINESS IN CLEMSON











There are several items to address before beginning construction on a commercial project. Again, we
suggest close coordination with each department to ensure projects begin without any delays.



A permit is needed before beginning any commercial construction or redevelopment project. A copy of
the City’s Commercial Permit application can be found on our website. The City of Clemson follows the
latest edition of the South Carolina Building Code and the South Carolina Energy Standard. A building
permit application is needed to begin, and that can be obtained at www.clemsoncity.org.



Building Permits



Permits are also required for clearing and grading, site preparation and demolition. Permits can be
obtained through the department that administers those requirements. For each construction project,
the general contractor as well as each sub-contractor must have a City business license. A permit to
construct will not be issued until all applicable businesses are issued a City business license.



Board of Architectural Review Approvals
All commerical construction projects must be approved by the City’s Board of Architectural Review
(BAR). Redevelopment projects that alter the exterior of a building must also receive BAR approvals.
This includes: new paint, facades, parking lot striping, etc. The BAR requires full color architectural
renderings of the building(s), material samples, and a detailed site plan that includes landscaping. 



BAR Meetings are scheduled for the first Tuesday of each month. Requests to appear in front of this
board are made through submitting the appropriate form. Visit https://www.clemsoncity.org to view
the form. 
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A business license is an excise tax levied on the privilege of doing business in the City of Clemson. The
value of that privilege is measured by a business's gross income. Even though it is measured by gross
income, a business license is not a sales, property, or income tax.



What is a business license?



How do I apply for a business license?
Resident and nonresident businesses are required to obtain a business license before doing business
within the City limits. The annual business license tax is based on gross income that was collected inside
the City of Clemson during the previous year or the projected gross for the remainder of the year for the
initial license. 



Contractors without a physical business location in the City of Clemson have the option to obtain a "Per
Job License" for projects they will be working on in the City and paying upgrades to that license for
subsequent jobs in the same license year. For those who work frequently in the City of Clemson and
would like to keep an active license year to year, an annual license is also available.



Business licenses are valid from May 1 to April 30 each year. Businesses are required to renew their licenses
at the beginning of every year based on prior calendar year gross revenue (January through December).
Licenses, except per job licenses, must be renewed by April 30 each year, regardless of when the initial
application was filed,  to avoid penalties that are effective May 1.

Hospitality and accommodations taxes must be remitted monthly to the City of Clemson.



Payments received or postmarked by the 20th are eligible for a 2% discount.
All payments received or postmarked after the 30th will be subject to an automatic penalty of
5% of the total amount due. 



When is payment due? 



A 2% tax is imposed on the gross proceeds derived from rentals or charges for transient
accommodations, as outlined in Section 12-36-920(A). This tax applies to any person operating
within the jurisdiction of the imposing local government and engaged in the business of
providing accommodations to transients for compensation.

Very Important: Be sure to notify
permitting agencies that it is a
SCIIP/ARPA funded project by clearly
notating it on the permit application and
with the submission, since permits must
be obtained prior to advertisement of
construction bids. At the same time,
notify RIA of your permit application
number, the date submitted, and any
related communications. We are happy
to follow up with permitting agencies, as
we have been told that efforts would be
made to expedite SCIIP projects.
Remember that easements or real
property required for the project must
also be in hand before bidding.


We recognize that your attention has been focused on storm recovery which is of
the utmost importance. However, given the potential for loss of federal funds at a


critical time of need, we request that you also please expedite your SCIIP projects.
Our goal is to support you in any way we can to ensure these important projects


proceed without unnecessary delay.

As promised, I wanted to give you an update on the upcoming ADA project:
 
The Clemson ADA Station Project is anticipated to start construction in 2025 and conclude in 2027. 
The design is at 100% but has yet to go through approval process by stakeholders (FRA, Norfolk
Southern, City of Clemson, etc.).  The scope of the ADA station project at Clemson includes:
 


1. correct the structural cracking on the platform
2. correct non-ADA compliant slopes on the ramp and stairs leading from drop off zone to


platform
3. add station identifier signs to platform-side and field side of the track
4. correct non-ADA compliant sections of the handrail on the ramp and stairs
5. replace station sign on Clemson Boulevard
6. provide accessible path to public right-of-way (sidewalk on Clemson Blvd.)
7. add passenger shelter on platform
8. add wheelchair lift enclosure on platform


 
In addition, my design team is working on a Clemson one-pager that highlights the station and the
route.  Any chance you can share Clemson City logo and a logo from the school (specifically the paw
print)?
The team said they would have a draft to me in a couple of weeks.  I will share with you to review
prior to making it final.  We want to make sure it’s exactly what you had in mind.
 
The head of the ADA team said if you feel you would like to mee to discuss the ADA project in more
detail we can schedule a time to travel to Clemson.  Just let me know if that is something you need.

Clemson at a Glance



The City of Clemson began as the Village of Calhoun, a settlement that developed around the
railroad tracks and contributed to the agricultural growth of upstate South Carolina. The
Southern Railway railroad was also partially responsible for founding Westminster, Seneca,
Central, Easley, and Liberty. The village was settled in 1872, chartered in 1892, and incorporated in
1937.The origin of the name 'Calhoun' remains unclear. Some believe the Atlanta/Charlotte
Railway Company named the town, while others claim locals named it after the Calhoun
brothers, who owned a plantation on the north side of the train tracks.Clemson University's
growth eventually led to the village's reincorporation in 1943 under a new name. The town chose
"Clemson" to avoid confusion with Calhoun Falls, South Carolina, and Calhoun, Georgia, and to
solidify the connection with the neighboring University.



The City of Clemson operates under a Code of Ordinances, outlining regulations governing
various aspects of city life. This code covers administrative procedures, zoning
requirements, court and criminal procedures, and more. City Council can amend the code
as needed, and City officials enforce its provisions.

Zoning verification



Before beginning any project or opening a new business, we recommend contacting the Planning &
Development Department to determine what zoning district your business is in. You may check your
location’s zoning district by visiting gis.clemsoncity.org. Click download and view GIS Data and scroll to
find the public interative zoning explorer. 



If your bank/lender requires it, you may obtain a zoning verification letter by contacting Jacob Peabody at
(864)653-2050 or jpeabody@cityofclemson.org.



If you need to restore the building’s power prior to occupancy, State law and the power supplier requires
that the City performs an electrical inspection prior to restoring power. You must call the Planning &
Development Departmetn to pull an electrical permit to schedule an inspector to perform this inspection. 



Prior to any publicizing and circulating the name of your business and/or graphics, check the name’s
availability with the South Carolina Secretary of State to assure it is not already in use in the State of South
Carolina. To trademark the name, you must register it with the Secretary of State’s Trademarks Division.

HOW TO OPEN A BUSINESS IN CLEMSON











There are several items to address before beginning construction on a commercial project. Again, we
suggest close coordination with each department to ensure projects begin without any delays.



A permit is needed before beginning any commercial construction or redevelopment project. A copy of
the City’s Commercial Permit application can be found on our website. The City of Clemson follows the
latest edition of the South Carolina Building Code and the South Carolina Energy Standard. A building
permit application is needed to begin, and that can be obtained at www.clemsoncity.org.



Building Permits



Permits are also required for clearing and grading, site preparation and demolition. Permits can be
obtained through the department that administers those requirements. For each construction project,
the general contractor as well as each sub-contractor must have a City business license. A permit to
construct will not be issued until all applicable businesses are issued a City business license.



Board of Architectural Review Approvals
All commerical construction projects must be approved by the City’s Board of Architectural Review
(BAR). Redevelopment projects that alter the exterior of a building must also receive BAR approvals.
This includes: new paint, facades, parking lot striping, etc. The BAR requires full color architectural
renderings of the building(s), material samples, and a detailed site plan that includes landscaping. 



BAR Meetings are scheduled for the first Tuesday of each month. Requests to appear in front of this
board are made through submitting the appropriate form. Visit https://www.clemsoncity.org to view
the form. 
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A business license is an excise tax levied on the privilege of doing business in the City of Clemson. The
value of that privilege is measured by a business's gross income. Even though it is measured by gross
income, a business license is not a sales, property, or income tax.



What is a business license?



How do I apply for a business license?
Resident and nonresident businesses are required to obtain a business license before doing business
within the City limits. The annual business license tax is based on gross income that was collected inside
the City of Clemson during the previous year or the projected gross for the remainder of the year for the
initial license. 



Contractors without a physical business location in the City of Clemson have the option to obtain a "Per
Job License" for projects they will be working on in the City and paying upgrades to that license for
subsequent jobs in the same license year. For those who work frequently in the City of Clemson and
would like to keep an active license year to year, an annual license is also available.



Business licenses are valid from May 1 to April 30 each year. Businesses are required to renew their licenses
at the beginning of every year based on prior calendar year gross revenue (January through December).
Licenses, except per job licenses, must be renewed by April 30 each year, regardless of when the initial
application was filed,  to avoid penalties that are effective May 1.

Payments received or postmarked by the 20th are eligible for a 2% discount.
All payments received or postmarked after the 30th will be subject to an automatic penalty of
5% of the total amount due. 



When is payment due? 



A 2% tax is imposed on the gross proceeds derived from rentals or charges for transient
accommodations, as outlined in Section 12-36-920(A). This tax applies to any person operating
within the jurisdiction of the imposing local government and engaged in the business of
providing accommodations to transients for compensation.

Good evening Clemson,


I hope you are all safe and doing as
well as can be expected after Helene’s
not-so-welcome visit to South Carolina.
Our community definitely took a hit,
but we are fortunately not facing the
levels of flooding and damage of other
nearby areas, and we are not aware of
any major injuries at this time. Our
City buildings and vehicles seem to
have been unscathed, but our staff is
continuing to monitor and assess. We
are also incredibly fortunate to have a
dedicated City staff, an incredible
community who stepped in to help, and
the collaboration of neighboring towns
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and counties as well as the University
to help us recover from the damage.


As we move into the evening and the
sun goes down, please stay home and
off the roads as much as possible. City
first responders and front line workers
have been working diligently and
tirelessly to remove downed trees,
communicate outages, and ensure that
all of our roads are passable, but they
are not all completely cleared.
Additionally, much of the community is
still without power, including traffic
lights and street lights. While we all
may be getting a little stir crazy, for
the safety of yourself, the community,
and our city staff, please remain off the
roads as much as possible. 


Tomorrow’s homecoming game is still
set to go on as scheduled, but this
gameday will look a little different.
We’ve been working with the University
to develop a plan and communications
related to this, and that information
will be available shortly.

If you encounter flooded roadways,
turn around, don’t drown. Avoid drowned trees or power lines.

The Upstate was hit hard by Helene, and many folks are in need of up-to-date information
and resources. Thankfully, our state has many organizations and individuals who are up to
the task. 


I’d like to share some information that may be of interest.


For those of you living in the city of Greenville, here is a newsletter from Greenville
Councilman Wil Brasington (District 4) with important information that might be helpful
to you and your family, as well as some updates on resources available to you:

Greetings once again, everyone -  


Hope your week is off to a good start!  Here's another round of post-Helene storm response
updates for you, intended to keep you closely posted on progress towards returning our
neighborhoods and city back to the "pre-September 27th" version of ourselves... :) 


1) Successful Solid Waste Pick-Up:  Despite the presence of post-storm debris along the
roadsides and with a number of streets still partially closed, the City of Greenville successfully
carried out today's Solid Waste/Trash and Recycling pick-up for the Monday route!  Once
again, kudos to the City's Public Works team for their commitment.  The remainder of the
week's pick-up routes should play out according to the traditional schedule... 


2) Storm-Debris Pick-Up and Street Clearing:  As previously reported and for our shared
expectations, storm debris pick-up from the curb and roadside will begin en masse
tomorrow/Wednesday and should continue for several days.  The countless piles of
sticks/limbs/vegetative debris that currently decorate our neighborhoods will begin to
disappear soon and hopefully will be a thing of the past by this coming weekend! 


3) Update on Street Closures:  The City of Greenville confirmed 101 roadway blockages and
closures within the city limits due to storm damage as of last Friday.  As of today, 39 of these
routes have been re-opened.  This leaves 62 street closures (mostly partial), with 38 of these
62 involving downed or damaged powerlines awaiting attention by Duke Energy or
partnering/volunteering utilities. 


4) Update on City Traffic Signals:  As of this afternoon, 174 of the City's 207 traffic signals are
now operational.  This is good progress, considering nearly all were non-operational in the
immediate aftermath of the storm. 


5) Beware of Scams:  Reports are circulating of spoofs, scams, and misinformation.
Unfortunately, people are evidently even posing as City of Greenville workers trying get
people to pay money for staff services.  Additionally, the City has also heard of alleged
"FEMA workers" going door-to-door for items - this is not legitimate!  If any member of the
community has any question about legitimacy of City workers, please have them call
Greenville Cares at 864-232-2273. 


6) Power Restoration:  Work continues by Duke Energy and teams of contract and out-of-
town volunteering utility providers.  Reports of restored power have been trickling in
throughout the day, ranging from the North Main area, Chanticleer, Meyers Drive, Kellett
Park, and places in between.  More to come tomorrow, and hopefully the lion's share
remainder between Wednesday and Thursday per Duke's guidance. 







How may I lend support and assistance to you?  Please continue to let me know of any
needs/issues/concerns you may have and I'll gladly go to work on your behalf.  Thanks to
those from Alta Vista, Brookside Forest, Cleveland Forest, Gower and the Augusta Road
area who brought forth opportunities to help out in the past 24 hours - should you need
anything at all, I'd love to hear from you!

Please bear with us as damage created by Helene has been significant. Before power can be
restored, crews first must assess the extent of damage to determine which crews, equipment
and supplies will be needed before repairs can begin.  For employee safety, Duke Energy line
technicians do not perform elevated work in bucket trucks when winds are 30 miles per hour
and above.  As the storm passes and wind speeds drop below 39 miles per hour making it safe
for travel, crews are assessing damage and repairs. Duke Energy focuses on restoring power in
a sequence that enables power restoration to public health and safety facilities and to the
greatest number of customers as safely and quickly as possible. A typical sequence of
activities, many of which occur simultaneously, includes: 


Public safety situations – locate downed power lines and make sure electricity is no
longer flowing through the wires.  


Transmission, substation equipment and main distribution lines – these serve large
numbers of customers and large geographic areas and must be restored first to keep
electricity flowing from power plants to neighborhoods.   


Essential facilities – emergency service and critical infrastructure such as hospitals, law
enforcement, fire departments and water treatment facilities.   


Distribution lines – we work to get the largest number of customers back on as quickly

In many cases, crews are not just replacing
poles, but essentially rebuilding large sections of distribution infrastructure.  This is hard
work that takes time, but it is yielding positive results.

Zoning verification

If you need to restore the building’s power prior to occupancy, State law and the power supplier requires
that the City performs an electrical inspection prior to restoring power.

Prior to any publicizing and circulating the name of your business and/or graphics, check the name’s
availability with the South Carolina Secretary of State to assure it is not already in use in the State of South
Carolina.

HOW TO OPEN A BUSINESS IN CLEMSON











There are several items to address before beginning construction on a commercial project. Again, we
suggest close coordination with each department to ensure projects begin without any delays.



A permit is needed before beginning any commercial construction or redevelopment project. A copy of
the City’s Commercial Permit application can be found on our website. The City of Clemson follows the
latest edition of the South Carolina Building Code and the South Carolina Energy Standard. A building
permit application is needed to begin, and that can be obtained at www.clemsoncity.org.



Building Permits



Permits are also required for clearing and grading, site preparation and demolition. Permits can be
obtained through the department that administers those requirements. For each construction project,
the general contractor as well as each sub-contractor must have a City business license. A permit to
construct will not be issued until all applicable businesses are issued a City business license.



Board of Architectural Review Approvals
All commerical construction projects must be approved by the City’s Board of Architectural Review
(BAR). Redevelopment projects that alter the exterior of a building must also receive BAR approvals.
This includes: new paint, facades, parking lot striping, etc. The BAR requires full color architectural
renderings of the building(s), material samples, and a detailed site plan that includes landscaping. 



BAR Meetings are scheduled for the first Tuesday of each month. Requests to appear in front of this
board are made through submitting the appropriate form. Visit https://www.clemsoncity.org to view
the form. 
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A business license is an excise tax levied on the privilege of doing business in the City of Clemson. The
value of that privilege is measured by a business's gross income. Even though it is measured by gross
income, a business license is not a sales, property, or income tax.



What is a business license?



How do I apply for a business license?
Resident and nonresident businesses are required to obtain a business license before doing business
within the City limits. The annual business license tax is based on gross income that was collected inside
the City of Clemson during the previous year or the projected gross for the remainder of the year for the
initial license. 



Contractors without a physical business location in the City of Clemson have the option to obtain a "Per
Job License" for projects they will be working on in the City and paying upgrades to that license for
subsequent jobs in the same license year. For those who work frequently in the City of Clemson and
would like to keep an active license year to year, an annual license is also available.



Business licenses are valid from May 1 to April 30 each year. Businesses are required to renew their licenses
at the beginning of every year based on prior calendar year gross revenue (January through December).
Licenses, except per job licenses, must be renewed by April 30 each year, regardless of when the initial
application was filed,  to avoid penalties that are effective May 1.

Please reach out to them for
guidance before you submit plans. Early coordination will ensure a smooth and efficient process. We are
here to help and aim to get your business operational as quickly as possible. 



Zoning verification



Before beginning any project or opening a new business, we recommend contacting the Planning &
Development Department to determine what zoning district your business is in. You may check your
location’s zoning district by visiting gis.clemsoncity.org. Click download and view GIS Data and scroll to
find the public interative zoning explorer. 



If your bank/lender requires it, you may obtain a zoning verification letter by contacting Jacob Peabody at
(864)653-2050 or jpeabody@cityofclemson.org.



If you need to restore the building’s power prior to occupancy, State law and the power supplier requires
that the City performs an electrical inspection prior to restoring power. You must call the Planning &
Development Departmetn to pull an electrical permit to schedule an inspector to perform this inspection. 



Prior to any publicizing and circulating the name of your business and/or graphics, check the name’s
availability with the South Carolina Secretary of State to assure it is not already in use in the State of South
Carolina. To trademark the name, you must register it with the Secretary of State’s Trademarks Division.

HOW TO OPEN A BUSINESS IN CLEMSON











There are several items to address before beginning construction on a commercial project. Again, we
suggest close coordination with each department to ensure projects begin without any delays.



A permit is needed before beginning any commercial construction or redevelopment project. A copy of
the City’s Commercial Permit application can be found on our website. The City of Clemson follows the
latest edition of the South Carolina Building Code and the South Carolina Energy Standard. A building
permit application is needed to begin, and that can be obtained at www.clemsoncity.org.



Building Permits



Permits are also required for clearing and grading, site preparation and demolition. Permits can be
obtained through the department that administers those requirements. For each construction project,
the general contractor as well as each sub-contractor must have a City business license. A permit to
construct will not be issued until all applicable businesses are issued a City business license.



Board of Architectural Review Approvals
All commerical construction projects must be approved by the City’s Board of Architectural Review
(BAR). Redevelopment projects that alter the exterior of a building must also receive BAR approvals.
This includes: new paint, facades, parking lot striping, etc. The BAR requires full color architectural
renderings of the building(s), material samples, and a detailed site plan that includes landscaping. 



BAR Meetings are scheduled for the first Tuesday of each month. Requests to appear in front of this
board are made through submitting the appropriate form. Visit https://www.clemsoncity.org to view
the form. 
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A business license is an excise tax levied on the privilege of doing business in the City of Clemson. The
value of that privilege is measured by a business's gross income. Even though it is measured by gross
income, a business license is not a sales, property, or income tax.



What is a business license?



How do I apply for a business license?
Resident and nonresident businesses are required to obtain a business license before doing business
within the City limits. The annual business license tax is based on gross income that was collected inside
the City of Clemson during the previous year or the projected gross for the remainder of the year for the
initial license. 



Contractors without a physical business location in the City of Clemson have the option to obtain a "Per
Job License" for projects they will be working on in the City and paying upgrades to that license for
subsequent jobs in the same license year. For those who work frequently in the City of Clemson and
would like to keep an active license year to year, an annual license is also available.



Business licenses are valid from May 1 to April 30 each year. Businesses are required to renew their licenses
at the beginning of every year based on prior calendar year gross revenue (January through December).
Licenses, except per job licenses, must be renewed by April 30 each year, regardless of when the initial
application was filed,  to avoid penalties that are effective May 1.

Hospitality and accommodations taxes must be remitted monthly to the City of Clemson.



Payments received or postmarked by the 20th are eligible for a 2% discount.
All payments received or postmarked after the 30th will be subject to an automatic penalty of
5% of the total amount due. 



When is payment due? 



A 2% tax is imposed on the gross proceeds derived from rentals or charges for transient
accommodations, as outlined in Section 12-36-920(A). This tax applies to any person operating
within the jurisdiction of the imposing local government and engaged in the business of
providing accommodations to transients for compensation.
